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Regardless of how the have been stored, you slides
will be dusty and, worse, may have fungal growth on
them.
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This will scratch the surface of the slides
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This will disolve the surface of the slide
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Remove any dust from both sides of the slide with a 
soft ,and clean, artwork paintbrush
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Now you have chosen which slides to copy, and have
cleaned them, you will need to decide where to store them
on your computer.

When you copy the slides and save them, your computer
will ask you “where shall I put them?” The default choice is
to simply put them into the computers chosen location. 
DONT DO IT. You will then have to troll through whatever
photo retrevial programme you have on you computer to
find them again

MAKE YOUR OWN STORAGE FILE ON THE COMPUTER

To do this,right click your mouse with the cursor on theTo do this,right click your mouse with the cursor on the
desktop, a panel will appear with a range of choices, chose
“New”  Chose,  “Folder”. Give the folder a name, lets say
“My slides”

You can now save all your copies direct to this folder and I 
will explain how you can organise your pictures inside the
folder to view them in chronological order, year by year and 
month by month.

My slides
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Organise your “my slides” folder into years, starting with the
earliest through to the latest. To do this, right click the folder, 
and create a new folder, give it a name, “1964”

You are now ready to start digitising your slides
Take all the chosen slides for the first year and organise them
into date order , January, February etc. If you don�t have
enough information for that, make a best guess.

You will need to give each slide copy a name so that you can 
identify it in year and month order. The best way I have found
to do that is:

6401-01, 02,03 etc. Up to the end of January, then
6402-01 etc.

If you can not divide the pictures into month order, just do
64-01,02,03 etc. to the end of that year.

A good tip for easilly finding specific pictures, like people or
places, is to add a name after the number, i.e 64-01 Fred. 
You can then call up all pictures with the name “Fred” in 
them.

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After scanning, save your pictures into the files you created under
Step 5

Save your picture at the maximum resolution, without editing. 
The best format for the original save is in a BMP file. This is a very
large file, up to 10 x larger than JPEG, but it will retain the best
resolution.

Now you have your saved picture in your computer in digital format, 
you can edit it to enhance the appearance. 

There are a number of photo editing programmes available. Picasa
is a free download, latest version 3.6. Its easy to use and has a wide
range of facilities including being able to create videos of your
pictures and post them on the web to your friends and family. pictures and post them on the web to your friends and family. 

For the more advanced user, or your entry into the professional arts, 
Adobe photoshop Elements is the programme to try. Version 8 is the
latest issue and this is currently advertised on Amazon for £75 = €86

When you have finished editing you picture, save it to your file in 
JPEG format. Remember to delete the BMP file you copied from, or, 
you will soon fill up your computer�s hard drive.

Finally.    BACK UP YOUR FILES

Dont loose all that hard work and expense by a computer hard drive 
failure. Back up your pictures, not just once, and not to the same
medium. Have an external back up hard drive and back ups on disk.
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
